Thank you for your email to the Sussex Police and Crime Commissioner, which I am replying to on her behalf.
 
As an elected Police and Crime Commissioner, Katy Bourne has a statutory responsibility to ensure that Sussex Police are accountable to the community they serve, to set the strategic direction and priorities of Sussex Police through her Police and Crime plan and to commission support services for victims of crime. These key functions are determined by the Police Reform and Social Responsibility Act 2011 which also states that PCC’s do not have authority over operational policing matters.
 
The questions you raise are relation to the delivery of operational policing, therefore I would be happy to forward your email onto Sussex Police for their comments. Please let me know if you are happy for me to share your details with the Force.
 
In addition, I would like to assure you that the Commissioner is fully supportive of the work carried out by Sussex Police and the Sussex Safer Roads Partnership (SSRP) to tackle anti-social driving and reduce casualties across the County. The Commissioner recently challenged the Chief Constable on the success of their drink drive campaign, Operation dragonfly which can be viewed here https://sussex-pcc.public-i.tv/core/portal/home

In response to your question regarding the precept increase, while the Commissioner is responsible for setting the budget for policing in Sussex and setting the amount of council tax collected through the precept, it is the Chief Constable who determines the resources and skill levels he requires and presents a business case to the PCC to consider additional funding.
