Thank you for your e-mail to Rupert Clubb and for taking the time to provide your response to the A22/A2290 proposals. Your questions and comments have been recorded as part of our public consultation analysis the results of which will be available later this year.
 
In addition, we would like to provide you with a response to the questions raised in your e-mail:
 
“What is the ‘breakdown’ of origin and destination data?”
We can provide supporting data showing the percentage breakdown of trips by origin, based on the select link analysis we have undertaken. A detailed analysis, that considers various robust data sources including travel patterns, has been undertaken for key sections of the road network surrounding the proposed junction improvements to determine the volumes of traffic, as well as to understand where trips are coming from and going to.
 
“Bus Back Better and Bus Service Improvement Plans –let’s be ambitious.”
Noted and ESCC are working in partnership with key bus operators in the County to develop a Bus Service Improvement Plans (BSIP) in accordance with DfT guidance. We have also taken into account outcomes from a recent resident survey. The document is currently being drafted and will be considered at the Lead Member for Transport and Environment decision-making meeting on 18 October 2021, ahead of a submission to the Government by end of October 2021 and the plan will set out our ambition for bus services and improvements in the County. In relation to the A22/A2290 corridor we are looking to see how we can reflect that ambition and provide a joined-up approach in the proposals. 
 
“Choice as we leave our front doors?”
We fully recognise the elements for ‘First mile; Last mile’ journeys and whatever mode they need to take. An element of the BSIP will look at improved connectivity particularly for pedestrians to bus stops which also aligns with our draft Local Cycling Walking Infrastructure Plans which will be reported to ESCC’s Cabinet meeting on 30 September. As reflected in the consultation documentation we are also undertaking a complimentary piece of work which will look at cycling connectively along and across the A22 and A2290 corridor. 
 
“Capturing Land Value – who benefits?”
Thank you we are of the Northumberland example to which you refer. This has already been considered in relation to rail infrastructure in the County, however it wasn’t felt to be an appropriate funding vehicle. Therefore, our focus is on securing the range of funding sources available to local authorities either through development contributions, including Community Infrastructure Levy and external funding sources to deliver the integrated package of transport infrastructure necessary to support delivery and access to new homes and jobs as well as reduce carbon emissions.
 
Once again, we would like to thank you for your feedback and comments on the A22 A2290 proposals and please note that the analysis will be reported later this year.
